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Blindspot Gallery presents the second part of its trilogy exhibition - “A Departure from Reality II: City Fable” featuring Hong Kong artists, Ng Sai Kit and Lai Lon Hin. Both artists take Hong Kong landscape as the subject of their artworks. With acute observation of their home city, Ng and Lai capture the exceptional sides out of ordinary scenes of the city through their subjective lenses. With their unique interpretations, the ‘fable’ of our city is unfolded.

Ng Sai Kit’s ‘Found Landscape’ is a photographic series of vertical monochrome in long and narrow composition echoing the characters of high population density and land scarcity of Hong Kong. By applying multiple visual perspectives and intersecting macro and micro views, Ng’s images of Hong Kong skyscraper depict an intensely compressed city. Viewers are captured in the labyrinth-liked space of the images yet to their surprise inner peace of this hasty city can still be found in Ng’s art.

In contrast to Ng’s works, Lai Lon Hin’s ‘The Irrational Night’ is a collection of mysterious night scenes of bright and vibrant colors. Lai has unique sense in manipulating light, shadow and colors to create dramatic stages of scenes. In this series, Lai explores the intricate relationship between nature, artificial scenery and the city, as well as the oddness appeared when they interweave. The concept of “natural” landscape is being redefined through Lai’s composition 

of natural (trees, rocks, lake) and artificial (buildings, roads, railings) elements of unusual proportions. ‘The Irrational Night’ questions where “nature” and “natural” actually lie and if they can be recreated.

Through their series, Ng and Lai introduce different possibilities in depicting landscape and more specifically Hong Kong landscape, a subject widely adopted by other Hong Kong photographers.  They both use the same subject and even same locations in their series, yet their works exude completely different styles which translate into different visual experiences of the viewers. 

About Ng Sai Kit

Ng Sai Kit has practiced photography since the 80s. He is one of the founders of photography studio “Out-Focus Group” at Jockey Club Creative Arts Centre.  

About Lai Lon Hin

Lai Lon Hin was born in Hong Kong in the 80s, and started his photography projects in 2003. He has participated in several group exhibitions, including "China Ping Yao International Photography Festival" in 2008 and held his first solo photography exhibition “Excuses” in Hong Kong in the same year.
