Her works illuminate the fluid 
nature of water, skillfully playing with light, shadow, and reflection to distort perception. With an aim to 
expand human consciousness, she experiments with the interplay of photorealism and abstraction, 
capturing instances where the tangible world merges with fragmented reality.
